Members Present: First Selectman Carmen Vance. Selectman Bill O’Brien; Selectman Rob Hellstrom; Selectman Bob Bogue.

CALL TO ORDER: C. Vance called the meeting to order at 7:20 pm. 

1. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 

2. MINUTES:   12/18/12 Regular Meeting: B. Bogue MOVED to approve the BOS 12/18/12 Regular Meeting Minutes. MOTION CARRIED 4:0.

3. AUDIENCE OF CITIZENS: None.

4. OLD BUSINESS
4.1 Selection of Architect for the School Roof Replacement: J. Luiz explained that he, Mike Sylvester and the School Roof Replacement Committee (SRRC) interviewed the four qualified architectural firms that submitted cost proposals for the Horace W. Porter School Roof Replacement project. He stated that he, M. Sylvester and the SRRC all agreed that the firm Silver Petrucelli and Associates was the most qualified responsible proposer for the project. R. Hellstrom asked if Silver Petrucelli and Associates was the lowest bid. J. Luiz stated that the company is the lowest qualified responsible bidder.  J. Luiz said that another firm bid $1,000 lower, but also stated that its bid excluded the portion of the roof over the gymnasium, locker rooms and portico. C. Vance MOVED that Silver Petrucelli and Associates be found the lowest qualified responsible proposer for the school roof replacement project and that the First Selectman be authorized to sign a contract with the company. MOTION CARRIED 4:0.

6. NEW BUSINESS
6.1 Update of job description for Zoning Enforcement Officer (ZEO): J. Luiz explained that the job description presented to the BOS was based on information gathered from other towns as well as input from the Town Planner, Land Use Board Clerk and current ZEO.  Discussion took place about the number of hours and amount of pay budgeted for the ZEO position.  B. Bogue MOVED to adopt the updated ZEO job description as presented. MOTION CARRIED 4:0.

6.3 Brien MOVED to adopt the following RESOLUTION: “RESOLVED, that the Columbia Board of Selectmen may enter into with and deliver to the State of Connecticut Department of Emergency Management and Homeland Security any and all documents which it deems to be necessary or appropriate; and 
FURTHER RESOLVED, that Carmen Vance, as the First Selectman of the Town of Columbia, is authorized and directed to execute and deliver any and all documents on behalf of the Columbia Board of Selectmen and to do and perform al acts and things which he/she deems to be necessary or appropriate to carry out the terms of such documents, including, but not limited to, executing and delivering all agreements and documents contemplated by such documents. 
MOTION CARRIED 4:0.

6.4  Proposed Amendments to the 2006 Plan of Conservation and Development (POCD): C. Vance explained that the Planning and Zoning Commission is considering amendments to the 2006 which would include the addition of two recently completed plans; the Route 6 Regional Economic Development Strategy and Master Plan Study 2010 and the Route 6 Hop River Corridor Transportation Study 2012.C. Vance MOVED to support the concept of adding both of the studies to current POCD. B. Bogue expressed his displeasure with the amount of grant money spent on the Route 6 studies. B. O’Brien suggested tabling a vote to approve or disapprove of these amendments wait until after this issue is discussed at a PZC Public Hearing. C. Vance WITHDREW THE MOTION. This ITEM was TABLED.  

7. COLUMBIA LAKE / DAM / BEACH
7.1 Application for Constructing Structures on or over the Lake by the Desrosiers: C. Vance MOVED to approve the applications (item 6.1 and 6.2) to replace three docks and the seawall submitted by Mark and Susan Desrosiers contingent upon the recommendations made by the Lake Management Advisory Committee (LMAC). MOTION CARRIED 4:0.

7.1	Resignation of John Valente as Zoning Enforcement Officer: The BOS recognized the resignation of J. Valente as ZEO.  J. Valente will continue to serve as the Town’s Inland Wetlands and Watercourse Agent.

9. TOWN ADMINISTRATOR REPORT: J. Luiz explained that two bridges shared with neighboring towns may require minor rehab work. He stated that he and George Murphy will visit the bridges in order to clarify what funding needs will be included in the budget. J. Luiz stated that the budget process has begun with Department Heads and some board chairs. J. Luiz explained that an extension has been requested for the Fiscal Year 2011-2012 audit because the town is awaiting a reply from Brian Mahoney regarding the minimum budget requirement (MBR) calculation. He stated that otherwise the audit went very well. J. Luiz stated that he met with Trooper Aitken, Peter Starkel, Jerry James, George Murphy and school officials to discuss school security.
