REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

Members Present: First Selectman Carmen Vance; Selectman Richard Szegda; Selectman Rob Hellstrom; Selectman Bob Bogue; Selectman Bill O’Brien. 

Also Present: Town Administrator Jonathan Luiz and others. 

CALL TO ORDER: C. Vance called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.


1. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 

2. MINUTES: 11/20/12 Regular BOS Meeting: R. Szegda MOVED to approve the 11/20/12 Regular Meeting Minutes. MOTION CARRIED 4:0.

B. O’Brien arrived at 7:02 pm.

3. AUDIENCE OF CITIZENS: None.

C. Vance MOVED to add item 4.2 to the agenda entitled “Lions Club Flag Request.” MOTION CARRIED 5:0.

4. OLD BUSINESS
4.1	Library Renovation/Expansion: C. Vance reviewed a proposal for schematic design work that architect Ken Best provided at the town’s request.   The proposal is $8,500 for Mr. Best’s architectural firm to design a renovated and expanded library with size and price tag to be considerably less than the 5.9 million proposal. R. Bogue inquired about the possibility of a local contractor providing a schematic design free of charge.  C. Vance explained that she feels it is best to continue working with Mr. Best’s architectural firm since it is very familiar with the existing building and the library’s programming. R. Szegda concurred. He said that the town should encourage local building contractors to submit bids on the construction portion of the project.  R. Bogue does not feel that the town should be spending an additional $8,500 on a re-design.  He said that he would support a library project only if the new library would be connected to the school building and loaded with new technology.  Todd Shepard of 2 Bears Den Way explained that he feels that the last architect is familiar with the town’s people and that the experience the firm has gained throughout this process would not exist with a new architect. R. Szegda MOVED to enter into an agreement with Drummey Rosane Anderson, Inc. (DRA) in accordance with Ken Best’s library re-design proposal and to pay for DRA’s work with proceeds of STEAP Grant money still available to the town. MOTION CARRIED 4:1:0 with R. Bogue opposing. 
	
4.2	Flag Request from Lions Club: Dean Toepfer of 4 Heritage Road explained that the Lions Club has been approached by residents requesting that American flags be displayed on utility poles along Route 66 and Route 87. D. Toepfer explained that the Lions Club has appropriated $500 for the installation and purchase of these flags and would like to see them displayed on 10 telephone poles along Route 87. He stated that the flags would be lit up at night under a streetlight and that the flags would be on display from Memorial Day through the Fourth of July. D. Toepfer explained that this would be a gift to the town and that the Public Works crew would have to install these flags. B. Bogue asked about the liability to the town if one of the flags were to fall down and injure someone or damage a vehicle, etc. J. Luiz explained that there is a risk of liability.  J. Luiz said that the Public Works Department will secure the flags to the poles.   Discussion followed. B. O’Brien MOVED to approve the request by the Lions Club for the town to install and display flags on telephone poles along route 87 from Memorial Day through July 4th. MOTION CARRIED 5:0.

C. Vance expressed gratitude to the Lions Club for a wonderful turn out at the annual “Gazebo Lighting.” She explained that the Leos Club collected clothing and Boy Scouts collected food which will be donated to those in need.

6.1 Application for Constructing Structures on or over the Lake by J. & A. Cobb: This ITEM had been TABLED.

7.1	Appointment of Bud Meyers as ADA Coordinator: C. Vance MOVED to appoint B. Meyers as ADA Coordinator. MOTION CARRIED 5:0. 
7.2 	Appointment of Laurie Rogers to the Youth Services Committee: R. Szegda stated that the Youth Service Committee is looking for a youth to serve on the Committee. He stated that Superintendent Coss recommended Seth Poverman to serve on the Committee. R. Szegda explained that he made attempts to contact Mr. Poverman but was unsuccessful. Ann Dunnack of   Lake Road 103 Lake Road recommended recruiting a member of the Leos Club. Discussion followed. 

R. Szegda MOVED to appoint L. Rogers to the Youth Services Committee. MOTION CARRIED 5:0.
7.3 	Appointment of Nick Lulick (I) to the IWWC: No action taken. 

8. TOWN ADMINISTRATOR REPORT: J. Luiz stated that he is working closely with the Senior Center and Social Services to find recipients that could benefit from the town’s charity fuel fund. He stated that he has been working to help the Rec Department prioritize its duties and responsibilities and that he will be attending the next Rec Commission meeting.  J. Luiz has been working on various WinCOG related matters.  J. Luiz stated that he has been working with the Finance Department, Public Works Department and the Land Use Department to encourage individuals to complete outstanding work pertaining to driveway aprons. He stated once the work is determined to be complete, the town returns the bond monies deposited.  Lastly, J. Luiz explained that the Public Works Department is completing a ball field at the school. J. Luiz stated that the Public Works Department is also accepting bids for the purchase of a chipper.
