CALL TO ORDER: S. Everett called the meeting to order at 7:12 pm. 

1. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

2. MINUTES: 1/22/14 Special Meeting: R. Bogue MOVED to approve the 1/22/14 Special Meeting Minutes. MOTION CARRIED 4:0.

3. AUDIENCE OF CITIZENS: Ann Dunnack inquired about the Conservation and Agriculture Committee not having any members. J. Luiz said he believes that no reappointments have been made. A. Dunnack said that she and Paul Ramsey would like to be re-appointed. W. O’Brien requested that all board/committee vacancies be placed on the next BOS meeting agenda for discussion.  The BOS reached a consensus that this issue would be placed on the next meeting agenda.  

4. OLD BUSINESS: 
4.1 Ordinance withdrawing from the Windham Region Council of Governments (WiNCOG) and joining the Capital Region Council of Governments (CRCOG): R. Hellstrom MOVED to repeal Ordinance 12-1 and to adopt a new ordinance entitled “Ordinance withdrawing from the Windham Region Council of Governments (WINCOG) and joining the Capital Region Council of Governments (CRCOG)” as presented. MOTION CARRIED 4:0.

5. NEW BUSINESS
5.1 Small Town Economic Assistance Program (STEAP) grant application: J. Luiz discussed the grant opportunity. He stated that he and Public Works Director George Murphy feel that renovations to the bridge and road on Baker Hill Road is a very good project to submit for the grant. Discussion followed. R. Bogue MOVED to apply for a STEAP grant for bridge and road renovations on Baker Hill Road. MOTION CARRED 4:0. 
5.2 Draft job description for Head Lifeguard: S. Everett MOVED to approve the draft job description as presented. MOTION CARRIED 4:0. 
5.3 Draft job description for Lifeguard: S. Everett MOVED to approve the draft job description as presented. MOTION CARRIED 4:0.

6. COLUMBIA LAKE / DAM / BEACH
6.1 Draft Standards for Granting Permission for the Construction of Structures on Columbia Lake: Mark Coleman discussed the proposed changes to the Standards. S. Everett asked why towns would not altogether prohibit the use of wood containing chemicals such as arsenic. M. Coleman explained that the state does not prohibit the use of such treated wood in lakes. Discussion followed. R. Bogue MOVED to approve the proposed changes to the Standards, as presented. MOTION CARRIED 4:0. J. Luiz will work with M. Coleman to revise the standard permit approval letters in a manner that properly educates dock builders about the chemicals contained in treated wood.

6.2 Application of Norman Preuss to repair section of seawall at 114 Route 87: S. Everett MOVED to approve the application of N. Preuss to repair his existing seawall contingent upon the conditions stated by LMAC. BOS members were in agreement that they are not voting to allow Mr. Preuss to expand his existing seawall. MOTION CARRIED 4:0.

7.1 Hire of Teri Hebert as Floater: S. Everett MOVED to hire T. Hebert as a Floater contingent upon a criminal background check. MOTION CARRIED 40.
7.2 Hire of Michelle Tedone as Floater: S. Everett MOVED to hire M. Tedone as a Floater contingent upon a criminal background check. MOTION CARRIED 4:0.

8. TOWN ADMINISTRATOR REPORT: J. Luiz stated that WiNCOG officials met with Congressman Courtney for an update about federal legislation. J. Luiz attended a workshop about the possible housing rehabilitation grant. He also met with a representative from Webster Bank regarding existing and future bonded indebtedness.  He stated that Access Health CT, Connecticut’s official health insurance marketplace, will hold a public enrollment event at the Sr. Center.  J. Luiz stated that he has been working a lot on the budget.
