CALL TO ORDER: C. Vance called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

13.1	Real estate pursuant to CT State Statutes Section 1-200(6)(D): C. Vance MOVED to enter into Executive Session at 7:01 pm. with Ann Dunnack, Nikki Keldsen, Paula Belekewicz and Jonathan Luiz present to discuss Real estate pursuant to CT State Statutes Section 1-200(6)(D). MOTION CARRIED 5:0. Executive Session ended at 7:25 pm.

2. MINUTES:   3/12/12 Special Meeting Minutes: C. Vance MOVED to approve the minutes of the 3/12/12 Special BOS meeting. MOTION CARRIED 4:0:1 with R. Szegda abstaining. 

3. AUDIENCE OF CITIZENS: None.

4. OLD BUSINESS
4.1	WinCOG Equipment Sharing Grant: J. Luiz explained that WinCOG representatives feel it would best serve the region to submit a grant to the State of Connecticut for the joint purchase of the following equipment:
- Two (2) Portable Road Patching machines
- One (1) Skid Steer with attachments. 
R. Szegda MOVED to approve the purchase of the equipment discussed in the WinCOG equipment sharing grant. Discussion followed.  MOTION CARRIED 5:0.

4.2	Refunding of existing town debt: J. Luiz discussed the refund process with the BOS. He explained that he and the Finance Director have interviewed three financial advisors. He stated that Webster and IBIC would each cost approximately $12,000-$13,000, and that William Blair would cost approximately $20,000. J. Luiz explained that although William Blair is priced higher than the other two, they would provide financial advice to the town for the entire year which may be useful regarding other projects like the Library expansion. Discussion followed. J. Luiz and Bev Ciurylo will speak to other bidders and get more pricing quotes on what the total cost will be to provide the same service as William Blair would. J. Luiz explained that his intention is to complete all the town debt refinancing prior to June 15, 2012 to avoid any penalty. Discussion followed.
 	
4.3	Columbia/Bolton Insurance Venture: J. Luiz stated that the town is still waiting on a quote from state. He explained that the BOE expressed that it is not in favor of the insurance venture unless it will benefit Columbia financially in Fiscal Year ’12-‘13. Discussion followed.

5.1 Chamber of Commerce “Business of the Year” award: C. Vance MOVED to nominate Sebby Randazzo’s  “Columbia Package Store” as the Chamber of Commerce’s 2012 “Business of the Year.” MOTION CARRIED 5:0. 
5.2 W-2’s for the CVFD: C. Vance explained that the waiver for tax abatements expired in 2010. She stated that J. Luiz and B. Ciurylo has been working with the CVFD to resolve this issue.
5.3 Resolution supporting the Central Corridor Rail Coalition: J. Luiz explained that this project would allow individuals to travel to and from Connecticut and Vermont for recreational purposes.  Bogue MOVED to authorize the First Selectman to sign the Central Corridor Rail Coalition RESOLUTION. Discussion followed. MOTION CARRIED 5:0.
