

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
COLUMBIA BOARD OF SELECTMEN
Tuesday, April 16, 2013, 7 pm

Members Present: First Selectman Carmen Vance; Selectman Richard Szegda; Selectman Bill O’Brien; Selectman Rob Hellstrom; Selectman Bob Bogue. 

Also Present: Town Administrator Jonathan Luiz and others. 

CALL TO ORDER: C. Vance called the meeting to order 7:00 pm. 

1. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 

2. MINUTES:  4/2/13 Regular Meeting Minutes: B. Bogue MOVED to approve the 4/2/13 BOS Regular Meeting Minutes with the following amendment: Selectman Rob Hellstrom was present at the 4/2/13 meeting but was not stated in the 4/2/13 minutes under “Members Present.” MOTION CARRIED 5:0.

3. AUDIENCE OF CITIZENS: None.

4. OLD BUSINESS: None.

5. NEW BUSINESS
5.1 Resolution related to a School Construction Grant Application (roof replacement): J. Luiz explained that the school roof project is underway and an architect has been hired. He stated that the schematic design is done and that he will be working with the architect and with Superintendent Coss on the submission of a grant application to the State of Connecticut.  J. Luiz said that a few specific resolutions are required per the grant application. Discussion followed. B. Bogue MOVED to approve the following RESOLUTIONS:
1) RESOLVED, that the Columbia Board of Selectmen authorizes the Columbia Board of Education to apply to the Commissioner of Education and to accept or reject a grant for the School Roof Replacement Project at the Horace W. Porter School.
2) Resolved, that the Columbia School Roof Replacement Committee is hereby established as the building committee with regard to the School Roof Replacement Project at the Horace W. Porter School.
3) Resolved, that the Columbia Board of Selectmen hereby authorizes at least the preparation of schematic drawings and outline specifications for the School Roof Replacement Project at Horace W. Porter School.
MOTION CARRIED 5:0. R. Szegda asked if this project will be accomplished this summer. J. Luiz stated that architect believes that there is still a good chance that the project will be accomplished this summer.  
5.2 Agreement with Ronald Szegda for purchase of development rights on 113.57 acres: B. O’Brien MOVED to authorize C. Vance to sign the agreement presented between the Town of Columbia and Ronald Szegda for purchase of development rights on 113.57 acres, on behalf of the town. MOTION CARRIED 4:0:1 with Richard Szegda abstaining. Ann Dunnack asked whether or not Joshua’s Trust has been notified yet in regards to this agreement. J. Luiz stated that once the agreement is signed by C. Vance, Joshua’s Trust will be notified.
5.3 Matching Grant Program for Elderly and Disabled Demand responsive Transportation: J. Luiz explained that the town has for several year applied to the state for this transportation grant that benefits the elderly and disabled. He stated that this is a matching grant so it is connected to the amount the town spends on Dial-a-Ride. Discussion followed. R. Szegda MOVED to authorize the First Selectman to sign on behalf of the town any necessary grant paperwork associated with the State Matching Grant Program for Elderly and Disabled Demand Responsive Transportation. MOTION CARRIED 5:0.
5.4 Agreement for the Resident State Trooper Program: R. Szegda MOVED to authorize the First Selectman to sign the agreement for Columbia to participate in the Resident State Trooper Program for the period of July 1, 2013 through June 30, 2015. Discussion followed. MOTION CARRIED 5:0. 
5.5 Establishment of Annual Town Budget Meeting: B. Bogue MOVED to establish the Annual Town Budget Meeting on Tuesday, May 14, 2013 at 7 pm in the Horace W. Porter Cafetorium. MOTION CARRIED 5:0. 
5.6 Authorization to accept three written quotes as opposed to sealed bids for environmental remediation associated with Town Hall carpet replacement:  J. Luiz stated that the Town Hall carpet replacement has been planned for some time now but in order to complete the project environmental remediation must be performed by a qualified company because the carpet glue contains traces of asbestos. J. Luiz explained that coordinating the bid solicitation for the environmental remediation has been difficult for the Public Works Director due to conflicting schedules between the town, the carpet installer, the environmental remediation companies and the Public Works staff. J. Luiz requested that the BOS authorize town staff to accept three written quotes for the environmental remediation portion of the carpet replacement project versus going out to sealed bid. R. Szegda MOVED to waive the sealed bid requirement and to accept three written quotes for the environmental remediation portion of the carpet replacement. MOTION CARRIED 5:0. 
5.7 Resolution endorsing the Capital Region Council of Government’s Regional Performance Incentive Program Proposal for a “Back Office Service Share Study”: J. Luiz stated that he feels that it would be worthwhile for Columbia to participate in the Back Office Service Share Study. Discussion followed. R. Szegda MOVED to accept the following RESOLUTION on behalf of the BOS: 

“Whereas Section 5 of Public Act 11-61 (An Act Concerning Responsible Growth) passed by the Connecticut General Assembly provides statewide incentive grants to regional planning organizations for projects that involve shared services; and

Whereas the Capital Region Council of Governments (CRCOG) is acting as a convener and facilitator of service sharing projects around the CRCOG region; and

Whereas on November 16, 2011 the Policy Board of CRCOG passed a resolution authorizing development and submittal of an application package to the State Office of Policy and Management for funding under the Regional Performance Incentive Grant Program on behalf of the Council’s member municipalities, and municipalities of other regions, which are participating in Council initiatives; and

Whereas the Chief Elected Officials and municipal staff of the Capitol Region have developed a list of service sharing project proposals that will be included in this application package, to the benefit of individual municipalities and the region as a whole; and

Whereas the Town of Columbia has expressed an interest in taking part in the project proposal entitled “Back Office Service Sharing Study.”

Now, Therefore Be It Resolved that the Columbia Board of Selectmen does hereby endorse the above referenced Regional Performance Incentive Program project proposal and authorizes the First Selectman to sign all necessary agreements and take all necessary actions to allow for the Town’s participation in this program.” MOTION CARRIED 5:0.

5.8 Steeplechase Bike Tour 2013: C. Vance MOVED to grant permission for the Steeple Chase Bike Tour to travel through Columbia in 2013 on a date yet to be established by the tour organizer. MOTION CARRIED 5:0. 

6. COLUMBIA LAKE / DAM / BEACH
6.1	Email from M. Coleman about Construction Standards for Structures on the Lake: In consideration of the email from M. Coleman, C. Vance MOVED to encourage the Lake Management Advisory Committee (LMAC) to review the “Standards for Granting Permission for the Construction of Structures on Columbia Lake.” MOTION CARRIED 5:0. 
6.2 	Application of George and Lynn Hallarin for Constructing Structures on or over Columbia Lake: C. Vance MOVED to deny approval of the application from G. and L. Hallarin based on the recommendation of LMAC. MOTION CARRIED 5:0.
6.3	2013 Boat Mooring Lottery: Charlie Wilt of 178 Pine Street spoke about the low water level in the lake last year and suggested if this occurs again this year then perhaps those who purchase a mooring be entitled to a refund. He also suggested possibly extending docks in order to make it easier for individuals to get on and off the boats. R. Szegda feels that money should be refunded for the purchase of a mooring if he/she is unable to use it due to the water level in the lake. J. Luiz stated that he will speak with George Murphy regarding dock extensions in the event another dry season occurs. Discussion followed.
