CALL TO ORDER: C. Vance called the meeting to order at 7:45 am.

1. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 

2.	NEW BUSINESS
2.1	Recreation Waiver/Liability Release Form: C. Vance discussed a memo presented by J. Luiz.  R. Szegda said a participant in a town sponsored recreation program should be able to file a lawsuit against the town if the participant is injured due to town negligence. R. Szegda said that Selectman O’Brien has also expressed this sentiment. Hellstrom agreed. R. Bogue discussed the difference between intentional negligence and unintentional negligence.  R. Bogue said that the Town of Columbia is the people and that the Board of Selectmen should protect the people. C. Vance said she was in favor of the waiver/liability release form as it already exists because it protected the town as an entity, hopefully against frivolous lawsuits.  C. Vance does not believe that the current waiver would prevent the town from being held liable if there was gross negligence.  As per the request of the majority of the selectmen present, J. Luiz will work with the Town Attorney on drafting a document that would not present such legal obstacles for a resident to successfully sue the town when the town or its agents have acted in a negligent manner.
