5. Old Business
5.1 Minimum Budget Requirement (MBR): J. Luiz shared a research report from the Connecticut Conference of Municipalities. Discussion followed. P. Missal suggested educating the public on the MBR via a newspaper editorial. E. Sharpe stated that J. Luiz has already spoken with Senator Prague regarding the MBR issue and asked P. Missal if she feels the their progress on the subject is sufficient. Discussion followed. M. Robertson asked if there is a deadline in terms of revising the MBR legislation. J. Luiz answered no. E. Sharpe explained that although it may be too late to change the legislative language this year that does not mean that a waiver is impossible. Discussion followed. P. Missal suggested mentioning the MRB on the legal notice that is mailed out to the public regarding the budget. Discussion followed. The Commission concurred that an editorial and/or letter to the paper would not be necessary at this time and that J. Luiz will continue to work with Senator Prague on the MBR issue.

6.1 Transfers: This ITEM has been TABLED. J. Luiz will find out from the Lions Club when it must know if the transfer has been approved.
 6.2 Columbia/Bolton Self-Insurance Venture: J. Luiz discussed this item with the Commission. J. Luiz shared details of the Columbia/Bolton meeting. FiPAC members reached a consensus that it would be in the best interest of Columbia to pay its own claims as they are presented by Anthem, and for Bolton to pay their own claims as those claims are presented by Anthem.  FiPAC members expressed unanimous opposition to the concept of one Town’s payments being used to pay another Town’s claims. Discussion followed. P. Missal asked if the agreement between the towns will require the entities to commit to the endeavor for a certain time frame.   J. Luiz stated yes, there would be a 3 year agreement. 
6.3 GASB 45 report: J. Luiz discussed the report with the Commission. 
6.4 Memo from F. Coss – BOE September Budget Analysis: E. Sharpe discussed the analysis with the Commission. P. Missal asked about the hire of an additional Kindergarten teacher. Discussion followed.

6.5 Hire of Silver Petrucelli & Associates Inc. to perform School Roof analysis: J. Luiz stated that $50,000 is in the Capital Budget for FY 11-12 to perform the work on H.W. Porter School roof. He explained that the Town published a Request for Qualifications and interviewed 6 firms. He explained that Silver Petrucelli & Associates was chosen unanimously by the interview panel.  Discussion followed.
