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The following resolution was adopted at the November 18, 1975 Columbia Board of Selectmen’s
Meeting: '

Moor's Indian Charity School, forerunner of Dartmouth College, will receive extensive repairs

that will insure the preservation of this historic site and make it a more functional community
building.

Since the public interest is in viewing this one-room school as a reminder of Columbia's past,
great care will be taken to retain the historical value of the building. At the same time, facilities
will be developed within the building to allow it to function as a meeting and workshop area for
school and community groups interested in local history. ‘

This two-fold approach will respect the principles represented by the school (Heritage "76) and
will also have an impact on the future of the community (Horizons '76).

RESOLVED: that the First Selectman is authorized and directed to file an application on forms
prescribed by the American Revolution Bicentennial Commission of Connecticut for State
financial assistance in accordance with the laws of the State of Connecticut in an amount not to

exceed $2,200.00 and upon approval of said request to enter into and execute an Assistance
Agreement with the State for such financial assistance to this organization.
