        		        SPECIAL TOWN MEETING MINUTES
				  April 1, 2014

A Special Town Meeting of the electors and citizens qualified to vote in the Town Meeting of the Town of Columbia, Connecticut was held in the Adella G. Urban Administrative Offices Conference Room on Tuesday, April 1, 2014 at 6:45 p.m.

Present:  First Selectman Carmen Vance, Deputy Selectman Steven Everett, Selectman Bob Bogue, Selectman William O’Brien (arrived at 7:50 p.m.), Selectman Rob Hellstrom, Town Administrator Jonathan Luiz and others.

Citizens:  	Approximately thirteen, including members of the Board of Selectmen.

The meeting was called to order by First Selectman Carmen Vance at 6:45 p.m.  The meeting was then turned over to the Moderator, who read the legal notice published in the Willimantic Chronicle into the record.  

CLAUSE 1:  To determine whether the Town of Columbia shall acquire permanent easements for bridge construction and maintenance with respect to the rehabilitation and maintenance of Connecticut Department of Transportation Bridge No. 04620 on Baker Hill Road, Columbia, Connecticut for the aggregate consideration of $1,767.60. 

C. Vance  MOVED that the Town of Columbia acquire permanent easements with respect to the Town’s rehabilitation and maintenance of the Connecticut Department of Transportation Bridge No. 04620 on Baker Hill Road at the boundary of the Town of Columbia and the Town of Lebanon, in the nature of an easement over 292 square feet of the land of Harold Alfred Nelson for $466.00, an easement over 258 square feet of the land of Harold A. Nelson, Jr. for $417.80, an easement over 290 square feet of the land of William W. Rioux, Jr. for $466.00, and an easement over 260 square feet over the land of James C. Quimby and Corinna B. Quimby for $417.80, as shown on a map entitled ”REHABILITATION OF BAKER HILL ROAD OVER THE TEN MILE RIVER CT DOT BRIDGE NO 04620” “EASEMENT MAP” DATED February, 2014, a copy of which has been on file with the Columbia Town Clerk for inspection prior to this Special Town Meeting, and has been available for inspection at this Special Town Meeting; that such easements be acquired pursuant to Deeds of Easement for Bridge Construction and Maintenance and Related Purposes approved by the Town Attorney as to form and substance; and that the recited consideration for such easements be charged to the Town’s current Capital Budget.  R. Hellstrom SECONDED.



C. Vance said the Town shares this bridge with the Town of Lebanon and takes the lead in the rehabilitation of Baker Hill Road.  She encouraged approval of this clause. 
R. Hellstrom said acquiring these easements would make maintenance of the bridge easier for the DPW.

The Moderator re-read the MOTION into the record and then called for a vote.

MOTION CARRIED unanimously by voice vote. 

CLAUSE 2:  Approve transfers of $4,480 from capital account 20-6403-006 entitled “CVFD   Equipment – Engine,” and $8,520 from Contingency into capital account 20-6206-002 entitled “DPW Capital Improvements-Buildings.”

C. Vance MOVED to TRANSFER $4,480 from capital account 20-6403-006 entitled “CVFD   Equipment – Engine,” and $8,520 from Contingency into capital account 20-6206-002 entitled “DPW Capital Improvements Buildings.”  S. Everett SECONDED.

J. Luiz explained these transfers would enable the town to install much-needed dehumidification units to the Columbia Volunteer Fire Department building.

The Moderator re-read the MOTION into the record and called for a vote.

MOTION CARRIED unanimously by voice vote. 

The Special Town Meeting adjourned at 6:55 p.m.
