        SPECIAL TOWN MEETING MINUTES





  March 5, 2013

A Town Meeting of the electors and citizens qualified to vote in the Town Meeting of the Town of Columbia, Connecticut was held in the Adella G. Urban Administrative Offices Conference Room on Tuesday, March 5, 2013 at 6:45 p.m.
Present:  First Selectman Carmen Vance, Selectman Richard Szegda, Town Administrator Jonathan Luiz (Selectman Bob Bogue and Selectman Rob Hellstrom arrived after the motion on the clause)  
Moderator:  Mark Vining
Clerk:  Linda McDonald

Citizens:  Five citizens including two Selectmen.
The meeting was called to order by First Selectman Carmen Vance at 6:50 p.m.  The meeting was then turned over to the Moderator, who read the warning into the record.

CLAUSE 1:  Vote to adopt an emergency contingency plan for elections.

C. Vance MOVED that the Town of Columbia vote to adopt an emergency contingency plan for elections as presented by the Registrars of Voters.  R. Szegda SECONDED.
