5K in February – Sean Eaton-Robb:  S. Eaton-Robb explained that the “Chase the Yeti 5k” Road Race route includes some roads in Columbia,  therefore he is requesting approval from the BOS. He stated that the race is scheduled for February 20, 2015 at 10 am. He stated that this is a charity road race for fuel and hunger and is open to everyone. The cost is $20 to register and those interested may register online. S. Everett asked N.Nau if the Town could assist in advertising the race. N. Nau replied that she would place it on the website and suggested that S. Eaton-Robb fill out an application to advertise on the Town Green. W.
