REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
COLUMBIA BOARD OF SELECTMEN

Members Present: First Selectman Carmen Vance; Deputy Selectman Steven Everett; Selectman Robert Hellstrom; Selectman William O’Brien; Selectman Robert Bogue.

CALL TO ORDER: C. Vance called the meeting to order at 7 pm.
1. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
2. MINUTES:  BOS Regular meeting minutes of 5/19/15 and Special Site Walk minutes of 5/19/15: C. Vance MOVED to approve the Special Site Walk minutes of 5/19/15. MOTION CARRIED 4:0:1 with R. Bogue abstaining. C. Vance MOVED to approve the Regular meeting minutes of 5/19/15 and the MOTION CARRIED 2:0:2 with R. Bogue and S. Everett abstaining. 
3. AUDIENCE OF CITIZENS: None.
4. OLD BUSINESS: 
4.1 Korean Memorial: J. Thibodeau and L. Scotti spoke to BOS regarding the purchase of a Korean War monument. J. Thibodeau explained that this monument would be the same style, size, etc as the one that was purchased in honor of the Vietnam War, with the exception that the 38th parallel being the proposed design. She explained that the cost may be slightly higher than the Vietnam monument (which was purchased for approximately $3,466) because the cost of granite has gone up. J. Thibodeau stated that it is important to begin the purchase process as soon as possible to ensure that the monument will be in place for Veterans Day. Discussion followed. C. Vance MOVED to proceed with the purchase of the monument as discussed. S. Everett stated that he would like to see the “draft rendition/sketch” of the monument before the work begins. MOTION CARRIED 5:0.
4.2 Blight Ordinance – Citation Officer: N. Nau stated she spoke with Zoning Enforcement Officer (ZEO) Martha Fraenkel, in regards to serving as the town’s Citation Officer in addition to her current ZEO duties and that M. Fraenkel agreed. Discussion followed. The BOS concurred that M. Fraenkel would be the best fit for this position.  
4.3 
Re-allocate $1,000 from Fund 39 (Farmer’s Market) to Fund 29 (Recreation Department – “Columbia Market”): N. Nau explained that the Rec Department will hold a “Columbia Market” instead of the traditional “Farmer’s Market” that the town held in the past. She stated that the Rec Department has requested that $1,000 from Fund 39 (Farmer’s Market) be re-allocated to Fund 29 (Rec Dept – Columbia Market). The BOS agreed to re-allocate the funds as requested. 
3. NEW BUSINESS:
5.1
Recycling Incentive Grant Program: N. Nau spoke about a grant program that the Department of Environmental Protection (DEEP) is offering which promotes recycling.  W. O’Brien expressed concern regarding a unit based program. N. Nau assured him that there will not be any unit based programs involved. Discussion followed. R. Hellstrom MOVED to try to adopt portions one and three of the grant program (excluding portion two – unit based programs). MOTION CARRIED 5:0.

Increase Rec Park Pavilion rental fee: Discussion pertaining to the cost, time allowed for function, liability insurance, maximum capacity, etc. for town facilities (Pavilion, Yeomans Hall, Senior Center) took place. N. Nau and K. Bona did research on what surrounding towns charge for their pavilion and provided in a chart. N.Nau proposed to raise the fee, set 4-hour time blocks, require a deposit and offer to non-residents at a higher fee. N.Nau will conduct further research and bring more information back to the Board at a future BOS meeting. This ITEM has been TABLED.
