Minutes

The meeting began with a presentation given by Bob Kelly, a representative for Coldbrook Village, a new facility being constructed in Hebron, CT.  The facility will have 113 units and three floors.  The first floor will be apartments for mostly independent living, the second floor will have more assisted living and the third floor will be memory care.  It is the hope of the owners to include area towns people in some of their programs and possible use of their van.  The Commission members left the presentation at 9:45 to meet for their regularly scheduled meeting.

Old Business:
    Because of the presentation, Bernadette’s update was tabled until next months meeting.
    Jill Livingston and Mark Walter gave an update on the van and the features that were selected for the van. To upgrade the engine, better air conditioning/heating, and light bulbs, there was an increased in cost of $1,700.00  Mark discussed this with Carmen and it was decided to go ahead with the upgrades.  The van will have two wheelchair areas, which will be furnished with two wheelchairs that will stay with the van.  When the wheel chairs are not needed for handicapped patrons, they will provide extra more comfortable seating, than pull down seats would be.  It was suggested that we look into a software program for the Senior Center/Van which would make keeping track of usage data more efficient for government reports and senior center usage.  Jill will contact Sharon at the Hebron Senior Center and Darcy in Lebanon.
    Use of our budget money was discussed.  Suggestions included an AED device to stay with the van, other van items, such as a blanket, vomit bags, Kleenex, mints.  Another suggestion was a coffee machine for the Senior Center.  More discussion about these expenses will be at our next meeting in May.
   Mark Walter then told us about an exciting archeological dig that will be taking place at a homestead site on the newly acquired Rec park land.  Different town organizations will be asked if they would like to participate in this.
     It was also announced that there would be a reception to honor Anne Dunnack  for her volunteer work.
Motion to adjourn was made by Edith Prague and Seconded by Jill Livingston. The motion passed.
