Possibly Columbia could be part of a grant with several other senior centers to help defray the cost of the software and the annual fee for the service.  The grant is offered by Hartford Foundation of Giving.  Bernadette suggested a fund raiser to assist with payment toward the software. · Bernadette is working with Bolton, Andover, Coventry, Mansfield and Lebanon to organize a meal plan for the seniors which would have a component of locally grown foods.
