Special Meeting Notes
· The meeting was called to order at 6:05pm
· Natasha Nau, Town Administrator was present along with residents Carole Williamson and Carol Coley. C. Williamson joined the committee at the last meeting while C.Coley joined this meeting. Committee member Lisa Napolitano was absent.
· N.Nau summarized briefly what was discussed at the first special meeting and gave updates as to progress since then:
· The Recycling Initiatives Grant (Part 1 and 3) was submitted to DEEP on 6/29/15 – unfortunately, only Part 3 (future proposed recycling initiatives) will be accepted and not Part 1 (past/current recycling initiatives) because Part 1 requires the timely submission of quarterly Transfer Station reports. We have not submitted any since 2006 apparently. We have only been filing annual reports with them. The Public Works Director was unaware that he had to do these reports and we received no reminders. The Town has made a deal with DEEP and will submit these quarterly reports from present day back to 2010 as soon as possible, which will enable us to submit Part 1 next year
· C.Coley mentioned that Burlington, VT is the only completely energy self-sufficient city in the United States. Committee will research the City for best practices that might be transferrable to Columbia
· The upcoming Columbia Market on Saturday August 29th was discussed. The committee has its own booth reserved. Grasscycling and composting information must be included but other than that, the committee members can design it the way they wish. N.Nau and committee members will email information back and forth over the next month to get an idea what will be included on the tri-fold poster board, what fliers/brochures should be created/handed out, etc. 
· C. Williamson made a couple suggestions of topics for seminars the EAC could host at town hall.
